Blackpool Scouts is a registered charity.
We receive no funding from The Scout Association, central or local government grants.
Every camp, every activity, every life-changing experience is made possible by member
subscriptions and the generosity of local supporters. 

Our workforce are all volunteers. We have 300 dedicated adults giving up evenings,
weekends and school holidays to deliver an inspiring programme. No one is paid. 

This commitment is alongside busy work and family lives. We estimate that on average our
volunteers each week give the equivalent of £120,000 worth of paid youth work for free.

Every week we give over 800 4–25-year-olds the skills they need for school,
college, university, the job interview, the important speech, the tricky
challenge, and the big dreams.

Everyone’s welcome. All genders, races and backgrounds. Regardless of
your young person’s physical ability – there’s a Scout adventure out there
waiting for them. And we’ll help them find it.
